	Group Work – Tips to Help Understand Your Role Within the Group Activity

Step 1 – Identifying Tasks
When undertaking work within a group, a useful first step is to identify all the tasks needed to complete the activity. For this activity they may be:
· Research restrictions on immigration and list the main issues
· Research fear of communism and list the main issues
· Research bombs, anarchists and strikes and list the main issues
· Research the effects of WW1 and list the main issues
· Research opposition to immigration from WASPS and list the main issues
· Decide how to present your poster (use pens and paper / use graphics)
· Create the poster
· Check the poster against the success criteria

Step 2 – allocate tasks to the members of the group
The next step is to allocate tasks to the group. Each person should state the tasks they would prefer to undertake. You should state which tasks you would prefer, and if you don’t have a preference tell the rest of the group this.
The group then look at:
· which tasks haven’t been chosen.
· which tasks have been chosen by more than one person.
· the group will then need to decide who does which task.

In the group, everyone’s opinion is valid, and the allocation of tasks should be discussed fairly.
You may not be able to undertake the task you would prefer to. This is OK, sometimes working as a team means that you have to undertake tasks that you don’t always want to.

Step 3 – Complete individual research tasks
Each group member then undertakes a research task individually. These will need to be undertaken during lessons 1 and 2. At the end of lesson 2, each member will present their lists of main issues to the rest of the group.
Step 4 – Decide how to present the poster
The group should make suggestions about how to present the poster and create a list of them. The group then needs to vote on the best idea. The idea with the most votes will be chosen. If there is an equal vote, you can ask another pupil or teacher to vote.

Step 5 – Create the poster
One, some or all of the group may be involved in the creation of the poster, depending on the choice of poster. You should state whether you would like to help create the poster or not.

Step 6 – Check the poster against the success criteria
Each member of the group should check the content of the poster against the success criteria outlined above, and amend if necessary.
